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Begin the text of the paper here. Use TIMES or ARIAL, 12 point font. You are ready to write! Remember to cite your sources and use MLA formatting for those. This whole paper should be double spaced. When using the titles of books and sources, underline titles of long works. Put the titles of short works (magazines or newspaper articles) in quotation marks. Remember a long quotation is set off from the text; omit the quotation marks.
This is how you would format the quote. This style should be used when the quotation is more than four lines long. You also cite a large block of text differently than you do short quotations – for a block of text like this, put the period after the text, then put the page number with no punctuation after it. (page)


 With other quotations, however, the format is different. You should type the quote, put the quotation marks at the end of the comment, and then add (Author 123) with a period after the closing parenthesis. The following paragraph provides an example of proper documentation.


In The Color Purple, Nettie serves as a missionary in Senegal and by doing so, she receives new opportunities. Please note that if you use the author’s name in the text, then you only need the page number in parenthesis. The following paragraph contains an example of that format.
